Slivnitsa 1s located in the northwest brim on the Sofia hole and sediments in nearly 30 kilometer
from Sofia and a 25 kilometer from our country of molding with Serbia. The population 1s 8000
humans. Slivnitsa is located on international way Belgrade-Sofia-Istanbul as well on railway Kalotina-
Dragoman-Sofia-Pazardjik-Plovdiv-Svilengrad as well therefore for the Middle East. Place from the
city paths to Sofia, Dragoman, Godech, Breznik, Aldomirovtsi village and a mine "Beli breg”, Gaber
village.

History

The point of the today's city has had settlement in depth ancientness for which the archaeological
findings witmessed. The most engrams of life date to The Stone Age. Here was Thracian settlement that
continues being as well, during the roman colonization. The ancient names in the city are Halkali (from
the Turkish) and Silibrika (Slivnitsa). Some refugees that have come in from the squatters had fled It
from the set by the Turks Portarevo village (is located close to Opitsvet village). In time of their colo-
nization they had quarters- Adamova, Portareva, Lower quarter, Upper quarter, Soldier's quarter. Adam
had disappeared the new cemetery near Slivnitsa finds a sub-point-a burial mound, the point, where
Vazov composes the deathless writing "New Churchyard above Slhivnitsa”. The name of Slivnitsa
walks in the Bulgarian history most already with the fights during the Serbian-Bulgarian war.

The oldest public building at the city i1s the Temple of "St.St.Kiril and Melody"”. Its construction is
launched in 1873 and the completed in 1879, the temple 1s visited by Alexander Battenberg, Ferdinand,
Boris 111, Peter Stoyanov, exarch Joseph I, patriarch Kiril, patriarch Maxim.

The key to the died 1n the Serbian- Bulgarian war as well for the junction of Bulgaria, situated in the
center, this 1s its another pride. The adaptations, associated with the name are the couple fusion in the
city at one in several villages, uniting two rivers, uniting lot-squatters from lot of positions, uniting
winds and the other.

Economy

The first several chalk pits with year yield-10-12 thousand they are established in 1900. The chalk
pits are in the hand-calcite (a factory for production-slaked lime and rock fractions) and a mine-
trump-a neckwear, rubbish and enrichment for Kremikovtsi today.

The wood industry Slivnitsa 1968 is overlapped as well in the city (It conducts the production of pro-
duction with enclosure of the article of furniture industry, the construction, carriage-building and bus-
building).

Other industrial establishments are: Bril LTD (makers in luxury lady men’s underwear); Vega
(Specialize in direct and a transfer stamp on fabric); Relina (a producer on face soaps and bar soaps for
money laundering); Stroitrans (It performs industrial and civil construction, intended, Repairs, rehabili-
tations and modemmizations).

The daily labor trips largely to Sofia city advance due to the lack of operation positions in the town.

Administrative functions

The state institutions are:

Slivnitsa municipality, District police govemment, Fire emergency safety, Region prosecution, Region
court, A road service, Electricity, An agency of the labor, A veterinary clinic, A water- supply, A tax
agency, An institute of sanitation, Notaries, Posts, Banks.

Education

Beginning of the school deed in the city is deposited in 1879, when first school 1s opened. In 1912 a
junior high from 1946 as well - a jumor high with entire class of education i1s opened. The schools in
Slivnitsa are:

A secondary school "St.St.Kiril and Melody”

A school in transport "N.Y.Vaptsarov”

An elementary school "Sotir Dimitrov
